E-DATA- new 4-H online registration system- Give it a Try!
If your family has access to the internet at home, can use a friend’s service or live near a local library, the 4-H Educators

are requesting that you complete your 4-H member and 4-H volunteer registration on-line. Here is the e-data website: http://
extension.psu.edu/cnregion/edata/default.htm. The system has been up and running since last September, and has been up-
dated to include more of the required information and some of the kinks have been worked out.

Back-up system: We ask that members and leaders ALSO complete the annual 4-H registration paper forms and return
it to your Organizational Leader with a check for $11.00 made payable to your ‘Primary’ 4-H club on or before Feb. 15. If
you are a horse club member your check amount is $37.00. The organizational leader will also have a hard copy of the Par-
ents Notification Letter that needs to be signed for each member.

4-H Organizational Leaders: More specific information will be sent to you via the Timely Tidbits, later this month. Staff
will also provide hands-on training at our office for adult and teen leaders, so they can answer questions as they arise at your
local club meetings. Hands-on Training Dates will be announced in the Timely Tidbits. We ask that you register to attend
the training so we can arrange for adequate computer space.
